The grandstond :.aw a ccmplete rcr.o\·aticr: in 2010 vken Phflc:lel;hia f-'a:k w::;.s 
renamed Parx Racing. The finest finishes available were used including Santa Cecilia 
granite and Tineo wood throughout. Outside we have the picnic grove with umbrella 
tables, benches, picnic tables, restrooms and a playground for kids. There are four 
pavilions with televisions and two of them are equipped with wageri'ng terminals. The 
apron is filled with park benches, picnic tables and also has a mobile wagering trailer 
complete with six teller machines. The all-weather paddock has restrooms, flat screen 
televisior-s ;::nd a trFiiner's vievving 101 •11ge. The ,::F1rpF!te<:f first flo0r is :1b1Jn<:fant with 
wagering and information terminals where guests can place wagers and access 
information from tracks around the world. There are two lounges with monitor walls and 
the Finish Line bar with wrap around tel&vision3 ar,d high top tables and chairs. There 
are two rows of granite topped handicapping carrels complete with televisions and Tiny 
Tims overlooking the apron of the racetrack. There is a VIP room on this floor with 
carrels, tables and televisions that also overlooks the rac.etrack. The Cotillion Room, 
which is our group room, is adjacent to the VIP room and can accommodate large or 
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small groups. It has wagering terminals, televisions and an outdoor fenced-in patio with 
· furniture. The Finish Une Cafe and Horsemen's Lounge offer casual dining complete 
with personal televisions and Tiny Tims. The Paddock Grille. has high top tables and 
offers a variety of menu choices highlighted, of course, by Philly cheesesteaks. Behind 
the Grille is a monitor wall that replays all of the races at Parx and also displays each of 
the four tower cameras. The third floor has the Parx Poker Room and the Racing 
Clubhouse. The clubhouse has a full bar, mutuel line, monitor walls, self-service 
machines and table with televisions and wagering terminals. You enter the clubhouse 
restaurant through the Parx Racing Hall of Fame which boasts a bronze sculpture of Parx 
Racing's own Smarty Jones. The restaurant has televisions, wagering terminals and 
windows overlooking the racetrack. The clubhouse is also used for groups from twenty 
to over three hundred. We host business luncheons, parties, formal dinners and even 
wedding receptions. 

C. 

One entrance off of Street Road is named Racetrack Drive and has a monument sign 
with the Parx racing horse logo, The racetrack is a separate building form the main 
casino and there are numerous way finding signs, along all roadways, guiding guests to 
their desired location. All of the major roads have signage and billboards directing guests 
to Parx Casino and Racing. There is a fifty-five foot screen on the front of the grandstand 
which advertises upcoming events. There is more than adequate signage, including 
video signage, throughout the building. 

D. 

In January of 2016, we installed a new "rider protection" rail. This safety rail is used by 
all of the top tracks in the country. We also rebuilt the tunnel leading from the official's lot 
to the grandstand. The final two new barns were built bringing the total to 33 Trees 
were also planted between each barn. This completed a $35,000,000 backstretch 
renovation project. 

2. 

A.a. 

Parx racing is promoted through all available media outlets including television, e-mail, 
newsprint, radio, direct mail, program ads, video signage, Facebook and Twitter. We 
market all big race days such as Triple Crown races, Smarty Jones' Day, PA 
Derby/Cotillion and Breeder's Cup as well as all hoiidays. All of these days feature free 
family fun including face painting, pony rides, moon bounces, etc. Live music is included 
on most dc1ys in the picnic grove along with local radio stations and special handicapping 
seminars with fan friendly handicapper "Hudg", who sets up a tent complete with 
television and wagering terminais to teach newcomers how to mak!:! selections and 
wager. Parx the horse can also be seen on these days conducting the traditional jockey 
tee shirt toss after every race. Giveaways in 2016 included a Parx Racing can koozie on 
Memorial Day, a Parx Racing messenger bag on Labor Day and the customary PA Derby 
hat on our big day. 
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In 2016, we again partnered with the PTHA to produce a 90 minute high definition live 
broadcast of the PA Derby/ Cotillion on Comcast. The show was hosted again by 
nationally acclaimed Laffit Pincay Ill, local sports talent Dick Jerardi, Caton Bredar and 
NYRA's Maggie Wolfendale. Comcast Sportsnet promoted this heavily throughout the 
week. Parx also produced and ran our own television ad leading up to the PA Derby. 

Guests use their Player Rewards cards to earn points that can be redeemed for 
programs, racing forms, food and beverage, souvenirs, etc. All of these events and 
promotions will continue and be added to in 2017. (See attached examples of ads, e­
mails, billboards and marketing materials). 

C. 

In 2017 we will be refinishing the tunnel that was re-constructed in 2016. We are also 
making aesthetic improvements throughout the property.

Our average field size 
increased once again to 7.96 for the year.

In 2016, 828 Registered Pennsylvania Breds participated at Parx Racing, winning 393 of 
the 1,441 races run (27%). 

The PA-Bred horses earned $19,484,632 of the $58,745,788 distributed (33%). 

The PA-Bred horses accounted for 3,788 starts of the totai 11,467 for the year (33%) 

117 Races of the 1,441 races run were restricted to PA-Breds (8%)

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2016 - Restricted PA-Bred Races 

In 2016, 117 races were run as restricted PA-Bred races totaling $5,465,000 in purse 
money. 10 were stakes races, 2 were handicaps, all others were restricted in the 
condition book or became closed when 8 or more registered PA-Breds were entered by 
statute. 

In 2016 all PA-Bred stakes carried an additional 25% to the first three finishers if they 
were PA-Sired. This will continue in 2017 along with the 40% owner bonus in open races 
and a full calendar of restricted races.

Parx runs twelve stakes races each year along with ten to twelve PA Bred stakes. Eight 
of the twelve stakes are graded including six GIii's, one GIi and one GI. Due to the 
recent tremendous success of the Pennsy!vania Derby, the American Graded Stakes 
Committee has upgraded the PA Derby to GI status for 2017. For thfl second lime in 
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three years, the PA Derby had the Kentucky Derby, Preakness Stakes and Haskell 
winner In the race. The first three finishers in the KY Derby were represented with 
Nyquist, Exaggerator and Gun Runner. Chad Brown's Connect was victorious. The 
Cotillion contained the top three year old fillies in the world. Acorn winner Carina Mia, 
Kentucky Oaks winner Cathryn Sophia (trained by John Servis and owned by Chuck 
Zacney) and the eventual winner Songbird. Songbird was undefeated and had one six 
GI races coming in. These two races have included past participants such as California 
Chrome, Bayern, Will Take Charge, Untapable and Close Hatches to name a few. 

On September 3rd, we had Pennsylvania's Day at the Races, featuring a full card of PA 
Bred races including seven $100,000 stakes races. Over 400 PHBA members attended 
and participated in the event. 

Next was Labor Day on September 5th
, featuring the Turf Monster Gill, The Greenwood 

Cup GIii, The Smarty Jones Gill and The Turf Amazon. All guests received a Parx 
Racing messenger bag. 

Next up, on September 10th
' was Owner's Appreciation Day which featured the $200,000 

PTHA President's Cup (L). More than 350 Owners and Trainers attended this special 
day of racing and hospitality. 

September 24th followed with the highlight of Parx Racing, the $300,000 Gallant Bob Gill, 
the $1 ,000,000 PA Derby Gil and the $1,000,000 Cotillion GI. All fans received the 
traditional PA Derby hat. As mentioned above, this day included the best three year old 
colts and fillies in the country. We are very much looking forward to the 2017 edition.
